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The Arlington Community Foundation awarded more than $195,000 to fund 43 grants to 41 local nonprofit organizations.  

As a result of the Foundation’s support and the generosity of numerous donors, many Arlington nonprofits will benefit.  Grants range from $500 to $10,000 and assist towards the improvement of the Arlington community through programs in the arts; the environment; senior enrichment; for children, women and families; immigrants and minority groups; the homeless and malnourished; the mentally ill; those who are in need of legal services; and more.  Recipient organizations will be recognized at the Foundation’s annual Spirit of Community Luncheon scheduled for November 14, 2007.

This year $54,000 has been awarded to help serve the needs of children and families in the Arlington community. The grants awarded will help organizations such as Stop Child Abuse Now (SCAN) provide advocacy services for 60 abused and neglected children and families. 

$39,500 has also been allocated to help programs that address affordable housing and hunger in Arlington.  One such program is the Arlington Street People’s Assistance Network’s Opportunity Place program, which provides outreach, case management, and employment services to 700+ homeless people in Arlington.

The Arlington Community Foundation is also proud to assist programs that provide for our county’s elderly population.  Over $30,000 has been granted to six different programs to help improve the quality of life for Arlington’s older adults.  Among this year’s grantees is a new organization, the Alliance for Arlington Senior Programs, which will provide 40,000 Arlington County seniors resources to meet their lifestyle transitional needs. 

In addition, to serving the community through these grants stated above, The Arlington Community Foundation had a new grant category this year: Capacity Building. The capacity building grants awarded will support projects that will increase the organization’s ability to meet its mission. $31,500 has been awarded to seven organizations in this category, including Escuela Bolivia. The funds awarded will help strengthen Escuela Bolivia as they move to employ their first ever Executive Director.  

The 2007 Community Enhancement Grants are made possible through the support of numerous donor-advised and unrestricted funds established at the Arlington Community Foundation, including: Arthur and Vivian Kallen Fund, Charles E. Smith Family Foundation Fund, Community Fund for Children and Families, Demoney Family Fund, Ellett-Russell Humanitarian Fund, Endo Family Fund, Fund for Arlington, Fund for the Arts, Helen and John Rhett Fund, John T. McCracken Fund, Paul Kovenock Fund, R. Lawrence and Linda F. Vandenburg Fund, Senior Adult Endowment Fund, Shirley Hobbs Scheibla Memorial Fund, and Wyatt Family Fund.  The funds at the Arlington Community Foundation have awarded more than $3.8 million to charitable organizations over the past 15 years.
